Your point total is based on Exams, Quizzes, Homework and Labs only.   Exams are roughly 50% of your grade, Quizzes 20%, Labs 20% and HW 10%.  It is quite possible for a student to do middle to upper “C” work on exams and quizzes and still get a “B” in the class.  Homework grades should always be 100% for it is based on completeness only! Lab grades should always be in the high 80 to 100% range.  The homework and lab grades will help bolster a weak test score.  
The key to the class is the homework.  If it is done in the right frame of mind it will truly make your life easier. Here is my suggestion- Do the homework as best as you can on the night it was assigned.  If you then have conceptual problems you can come to support the next morning for clarification.  Then you can finish the homework at home.  This way instead of looking at it only once you have attempted it three times.  It will make a tremendous difference in your comprehension.

Lab Reports

It is very easy to get an excellent grade on labs if you follow directions carefully. Point deductions will occur if you print out another student’s lab report and substitute your name for his or have cross-outs on your paper. All lines will be ruler drawn.  All graphs will have a title and axes clearly labeled with a valid scale.  All concluding questions will be written out along with the answers.

Absences and Make-Up Policy

If you are absent, you are responsible for all of the content you missed as well as to find out if I made any assignments about tests or quizzes.  Not knowing something because of an absence is unacceptable.  Find reliable people to count on.

When quizzes or exams are missed, the make-up must be completed during support period.  Students will have the length of the absence, plus one day to complete the assessment.  If the assessment is not completed in this time, the student will receive a zero.
